ITEM 4a.  Consider approving Cost Share Agreement between The Fort 

Cobb Reservoir Master Conservancy District and The 
Chickasha Municipal Authority/City of Chickasha for 
preparation of an appraisal report for Water Augmentation at 
Fort Cobb Reservoir, and authorize Chairman to execute 

 
At the January work session the City Council discussed entering into an agreement with 
Fort Cobb Reservoir Master Conservancy District Cost Sharing and Augmentation Study 
being done by the Bureau of Land Reclamation. 

 
The City agreed to enter into such an arrangement and it has taken since the District’s 
February meeting until this meeting for documents to move through the process.  Our 
cost will be approximate $32,000.00.

ITEM 5. Bid Openings and Awards: 
 
ITEM 5a.  Rescind Bid No. 2009-026 – Water Treatment Chemicals 

(Ortho-Poly Phosphate) to Simply Aquatics and award to 
Aqua Smart 

   
On April 20, 2009, the Chickasha Municipal Authority authorized the purchase of our 
annual chemical bid for the water treatment plant.  In that bid you authorized the 
purchase of Ortho-Poly Phosphate (sequestering agent) to Simply Aquatics.  During our 
several months of brown water, we changed our sequestering agent back to a company 
we had been using for several years, this product (Aqua Smart) appears to have made a 
significant difference in our brown water issues.  According to the water plant personnel 
and the City’s Public Works Director, changing back to Aqua Smart’s sequestering agent, 
appears to have made a difference in our water quality, thus reducing our brown water 
concerns. 
 
Staff is requesting that the Chairman and Trustees authorize rescinding our sequestering 
agent bid from Simply Aquatics at $17.20 per gallon and award to Aqua Smart at $30.58 
per gallon.  On an annual basis this would be approximately $8,000.00 higher; however, 
Mr. Nichols, Severn Trent, indicates that the dosage is less with the Aqua Smart’s 
product than it would be with Simply Aquatics.  Therefore, even though there is 
$8,000.00 difference in the annual bid pricing, on a comparable per gallon product, it 
would be less than that because of a different in the dosage mix.
